ADULT  SCOUT AWARDS

(All Adult Awards are by Nomination Only)

Saint Joseph Award is a Diocesan Award in recognition of moral stature and for services at the unit level such as the promotion of religious emblems and participation in Catholic Scouting Activities. (Two + years service)

Bronze Pelican Award is a Diocesan Award in recognition of moral stature and for promotion of religious emblems and participation in Catholic Scouting Activities. (Five + years service)

Saint George Emblem is a National Award in recognition of members of the laity, clergy, Scouters and non-Scouters alike, who have made significant and outstanding contributions to the spiritual development of Catholic youth in Scouting.  (Five + years service)

Silver Saint George Award is the NCCS recognition for dedicated members of its national organization who have worked diligently for many years at the national level, and whose accomplishments in carrying out the youth-serving mission of NCCS have been especially significant. NCCS will limit the number of awards to six per year. 
Adult Training Programs

Scouter Development Religious Emblems Counselor Training is a spiritual development program for those who plan to work with boys on the Ad Altare Dei or the Pope Pius XII emblems or for those who use the scouting program as a form of youth ministry.  The course gives an introduction to the methods and goals of the Catholic Religious Emblems programs.  It is designed for the adult to better help the Scout make a personal faith commitment.
